1. 5x5x5=creativity works with 25 artists, 25 cultural centres and 25 educational settings across five Local Authorities: Bath and North East Somerset, Bristol, North Somerset, Somerset and Wiltshire. It launched in Spring 2007 as an independent  charity.

2. The name 5x5x5=creativity derives from originally involving 5 artists, 5 cultural centres and 5 educational settings.

3. The project has been influenced by the creative educational approach of early years settings in Reggio Emilia in Northern Italy, but has developed a unique identity.
